  FUTURE SIMPLE   ka use tab karte hain jab koi 
action ya situation: 
 
      1. Future Plans/Intentions   
Bhavishya ki plans ya intentions batane ke liye 
-  I   will call   you tomorrow.  
-  She   will meet   us next week.  
 
      2. Predictions (Bina Proof ke)   
Bina khas proof ke future ki prediction 
-  I think it   will rain   today.  
-  They   will win   the match.  
 
      3. Instant Decisions   
Spontaneously liye gaye decisions 
-  "It's cold in here." "I   will close   the window."  
-  "I'm tired." "I   will take   a rest."  
 
      4. Promises/Threats   
Vade ya dhamkiyan dene ke liye 
-  I   will always love   you.  (Promise) 
-  If you don't study, you   will fail  .  (Threat) 
 
      5. Requests/Offers   
Request karne ya help offer karne ke liye 
-    Will   you   help   me with this?  (Request) 
-  I   will carry   your bags.  (Offer) 
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      Future Simple ke Common Time Expressions:   
- Tomorrow 
- Next week/month/year 
- Soon, later 
- In 2 days/5 years 
- In the future 
      Formulas:   
-   Positive:   Subject + will/shall + V1 
  -  I   will go   to market.  
  -  We   shall see   what happens.  
-   Negative:   Subject + will/shall + not + V1 
  -  I   will not come   to party.  
  -  They   won't be   late.  
-   Question:   Will/Shall + Subject + V1? 
  -    Will   you   marry   me?  
  -    Shall   I   open   the window?  
 
 
      Will vs Shall:   
-   Will:   Sabhi subjects ke saath (I, you, he, they, etc.) 
-   Shall:   Traditionally 'I' aur 'We' ke saath (formal 
suggestions/offers mein) 
  -    Shall   we   go   for a walk?  
  -  I   shall   inform you soon.  
 
  
      Important Points:   
  Contractions:   
- Will not = Won't 
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- I will = I'll 
- He will = He'll 
- They will = They'll 
 
  Examples:   

-  "I   'll help   you with your homework."  ✓ 

-  "She   won't agree   to this plan."  ✓ 

-  "  Will   they   attend   the meeting?"  ✓ 
 
 
      Special Uses:   
  Hope ke saath:   
-  I   hope   you   will like   the gift.  
 
  Probably/Maybe ke saath:   
-  He   will probably reach   by evening.
